
Paintball  
The Allegheny Paintball Club is excited to travel to 
several different courses this fall and next spring. The 
group practices 
regularly and has 
a solid foundation 
of new members. 
During the winter 
months, the club 
is able to keep 
their skills in-
check using re-
balls in the Wise 
Center racquetball 
courts. This club offers a variety of exciting opportuni-
ties for students who have a passion for paintball. 

Rowing  
The Allegheny Gator Rowing Club is a newly 
founded team with approximately fifteen ac-
tive members along with over twenty-five ad-
ditional students who are extremely interested 
in the sport. The team enjoys staying in shape 
with practices twice a week in the Wise Cen-
ter and team members also working out on 
their own. Gator Rowing plans on competing 
in regattas held by neighboring colleges this 
fall and looks to put novice Allegheny rowers 
on the water next spring. During the winter 
months the club will be attending indoor regat-
tas and ergathons, along with using the indoor 
rowing tanks at Mercyhurst College. Addition-
ally, the rowers added three Concept II class 
C ergometers to the Wise Center for practices 
in order to keep up with individual endurance 
and technique. 

Skiing and Snowboarding  
The Allegheny Ski and Snowboard Club spon-
sors three to four trips each spring semester. 
The club hits the slopes at Holiday Valley in 
Ellicottville, New York, Seven Springs in 
Champion, Pennsylvania, and Peek ‘n Peak in 
Findley Lake, New York. Each trip includes an 
exciting ride on a coach bus with skiing and 
snowboarding 
DVD’s, a full day 
on the slopes, and 
a pizza stop on 
the way home. All 
trips are open to 
fifty people a cost 
of $45.00 per trip. 

Club Sports  are student-initiated programs, providing leadershi p op-
portunities in self-governance, marketing, fundrais ing, and other as-
pects of managing sport programs.  In addition to o rganization and 
instruction, club members are responsible for worki ng closely with 
their peers, the College and members of the communi ty to manage 
their budget and make travel arrangements as well a s schedule and 
publicize events.  Various clubs are recreational i n nature, while oth-
ers foster competition; however, all club sports ar e encouraged to 
host events at the College throughout the academic year.  Moreover, 
several clubs travel to events and competitions in the Meadville 
community and surrounding region. 
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Ultimate Frisbee  
The Allegheny Ultimate Frisbee Organization includes 
students who enjoy a competitive Frisbee environment. 
Goals for next year include qualifying for regionals and 
fielding a women's team for the sectional tournament. 
Team Gravy and Team Sauce, the men’s and women’s 
teams respectively, practice two to three times each week 
at Robertson Complex and the Wise Center. In addition, 
the teams compete in tournaments on weekends through-
out the fall and spring semesters. 

Fencing  
The Allegheny Fencing Club has approximately twenty-five active members, consisting of 
students, faculty and staff, and members of the Meadville community. The club is a mem-

ber of the Western Pennsylvania division of 
the United States Fencing Association 
(USFA) and members fence in USFA sanc-
tioned tournaments in Meadville, Pittsburgh, 
Cleveland, Kent and Erie. Currently, the 
group fences foil and epee. Although commit-
ted fencers are encouraged to purchase their 
own gear, the club has equipment to help new fencers get started. The club 
meets three days each week in the Wise Center dance studio. Practices include 
group drills, one-on-one lessons and practice bouts. Fencers of all ability levels 
are welcome to join a practice. 

Women’s Rugby  
The Allegheny Women’s Rugby Club is a group of highly spirited students who are 
eager to improve their individual skills while achieving team goals. The club currently 
has thirty active members who compete in matches throughout the fall and spring. 
The team schedules several home matches each semester and travels to schools 
within a three hour radius to com-
pete against other members of 
the Allegheny Rugby Union 
(ARU). To fulfill their mission, the 
women strive to break the norm, 
demonstrating their high level of 
skill while engaging in a competi-
tive contact sport. Consistent 
involvement with various commu-
nity service projects has estab-
lished a positive image for Gator 
Rugby. This club encourages 
new members to participate in all 
activities. 

Men’s Rugby  
The Allegheny Men’s Rugby Club is a team 
dedicated to sportsmanship and excellence 
both in the classroom and on the pitch. The 
team currently has thirty-five active mem-
bers and is always seeking members who 
are interested in roughing up the competi-
tion. The club competes with other teams in 
the Allegheny Rugby Union (ARU) and trav-
els to several tournaments each fall and 
spring. 



Table Tennis  
The Allegheny College Table Tennis Club exists to promote both recreational and 
competitive table tennis. Recreational play is organized through intramural leagues, 
which feature both individual and team formats. For more serious players, competitive 

play is encouraged through training sessions, which 
seek to teach and refine the fundamental skills of 
table tennis, and through competition in official USA 
Table Tennis sanctioned tournaments. Coaching and 
instruction is provided by Allegheny students and 
members of the Meadville community. All levels of 
ability and interest are welcome and equipment such as paddles, table tennis tables and balls 
is provided. The club meets twice a week in the Wise Center. 

Men’s Lacrosse  
The Allegheny Men’s Lacrosse Club regained active status in the fall of 
2006. The team includes approximately twenty five students who possess 
a variety of playing experi-
ence from participation on 
high school varsity teams 
to club and summer 
league competition. The 
team practices indoors 
during the winter months 
and looks forward to play-
ing on the grass in the 
spring. Leaders are look-
ing to schedule several 
matches with other local 
club teams next spring. 

Men’s Volleyball  
The Allegheny Men's Volleyball Club competes in 
the Penn Ohio Volleyball League.  The team plays in 
a pre-season tournament at the end of the fall se-
mester and begins its regular season at the start of 
the spring semester.  The team schedules several 
home matches during the season and travels to 
schools within a 3-hour radius to compete.  The 
Men's Volleyball Club practices twice a week during 
the season, which typically runs from January 
through March.  The team is looking to fill positions 
for next year and welcomes any interested players.  

Men’s Ice  Hockey  
The Allegheny Ice Hockey Club plays in the 
College Hockey Association (CHA), which 
currently has seven teams, giving the team a 
twelve game league schedule. The team also 
faces off against several non-league oppo-
nents and participates in the CHA playoffs at 
the end of the season. The team practices at 
the Meadville Area Recreation Complex 
throughout the fall and spring semesters, 
scheduling home and away games during 
the winter months. The Ice Hockey Club wel-
comes players of all skill levels, and encour-
ages responsible fan support at all games. 



Equestrian  
The Allegheny College Equestrian Club (ACEC) and the Allegheny College 
Equestrian Team (ACET) are student run organizations that provide access to 
equestrian facilities and com-
petitive opportunities. Riders 
travel to The Willows Eques-
trian Center in McKean, Penn-
sylvania for lessons, practices, 
and competitions. The Team is 
active with shows and lessons 
throughout the fall and the 
spring. Members of the ACET 
compete within the hunt-seat 

division of the IHSA (Intercollegiate Horse Show Association). The Club is 
proud to offer quality instruction to interested students of all levels of experi-
ence. ACEC combines the importance of an Allegheny education with leader-
ship and equestrian skills for any interested member of the student body. 

Cheerleading  
The Allegheny Cheerleading Team 
has a solid roster and is looking for-
ward to the upcoming football and bas-
ketball seasons. The group practices 
in the evenings using facility space in 
the Wise Center which includes a 
competition-sized mat for safe stunting 
and tumbling. Experience is not neces-
sary to join the team, but commitment 
is required for success. 

Boxing  
The Allegheny College Boxing Club has a growing number 
of active members and is looking forward to continuing to 
expand. The group meets in the evenings throughout the fall 
and spring to train, using facility space in the Wise Center; 
in addition, to a multitude of equipment including bags, 
gloves, and headgear. Experience is not required to join the 
club, but hard work and dedication are necessary for suc-
cess. The club emphasizes a safe friendly training environ-
ment for defense and competition.  

Kung Fu San Soo  
The Allegheny Kung Fu San Soo 
Club includes twelve active mem-
bers from both the College and the 
Meadville community.
