
Floor Hockey  
Intramural floor hockey teams have a full slate of 
games and a playoff tournament each semester. In 
addition, all-star squads are selected at the conclusion 
of the spring sea-
son, providing the 
most skilled play-
ers an opportunity 
to face off against 
one another. All 
games are played 
at the Wise Cen-
ter and partici-
pants are encour-
aged to bring their 
own sticks, helmets, and pads.  

Soccer  
The first intramural outdoor soccer season 
starts at the beginning of the fall semester. 
Teams have an opportunity to play on the 
grass fields in addition to the turf at Robert-
son Complex. The season ends with a play-
off tournament in October.  

Intramural soccer moves into the Wise Cen-
ter with the indoor preseason play begin-
ning in mid-November. Regular season 
games are scheduled in January with play-
offs and the all-star game being contested 
in early March. 

Intramural outdoor soccer at Robertson 
Complex resumes after spring break. 
Teams play games throughout the month of 
April and the season concludes with a tour-
nament for all participating teams.  

Tennis  
The intramural tennis league plays on eight 
lighted courts at Robertson Complex. 
Matches for men, women, and coed teams 
begin in September and April and each sea-
son concludes with a tournament.

A wide 
variety of sports are offered and all programming t akes place at the College or in 
the Meadville community.   
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Bowling  
Intramural bowling teams com-
pete at Plaza Lanes in Meadville. 
Teams of four students bowl for 
six weeks during the fall and 
spring. Each semester, a cham-
pionship team is crowned based 
on the total pin accumulation 
over the course of the season.  

Basketball  
The intramural 5-on-5 basketball league begins preseason play in November. Fol-
lowing winter break, teams divide into four leagues for regular season games. The 
teams begin their seasons officially in late January, playing throughout the month of 
February, with playoffs and the all-star game in early March.  

The Allegheny Bookstore sponsors a 3-on-3 basketball tournament each year. This 
two-day tournament takes place after spring break and includes one evening of 
round robin play followed by a single-elimination tournament seeded by the previ-
ous evening’s standings. 

The intramural coed 3-on-3 basketball league plays games throughout the month of 
April with the playoffs being contested in early May. This league provides an oppor-
tunity for men and women join forces in a semi-competitive basketball atmosphere. 

Volleyball  
During the fall Intra-
mural volleyball sea-
son, teams of six 
players compete in 
the coed and 
women’s leagues. 
All matches are 
played on the blue 
courts at the Wise 
Center beginning in 
late September and 
extending into early 
November. 

Intramural volleyball 
shifts to a coed 4-
on-4 league at the end of the spring semester. Teams play throughout April and fin-
ish serving, bumping, setting, and spiking in early May. This league provides a chal-
lenge for participant’s who have been refining their skills all year. 

Dodgeball  
The intramural dodgeball league features 
fast paced games with teams that boast 
creative names, frequently coordinate 
their outfits on game nights, and attract a 
following of spectators to the Wise Cen-
ter. Teams play dual matches throughout 
the fall semester. The season concludes 
with a tournament in November to deter-
mine the most skilled group of dodgers on 
campus.  



Flag Football  
The intramural flag football league plays games during the fall at 
Robertson Complex. Teams have an opportunity to snatch flags and 
score touch-
downs on the 
grass flag foot-
ball field in addi-
tion to the turf at 
the stadium. 
Each year, play-
offs prove to be 
an exciting end 
to the season as 
teams compete 
for the title on the 
turf.  

Racquetball  
The intramural racquetball league 
competes at the Wise Center 
which has three courts that are 
utilized by enthusiasts of the sport 
during all hours of the day. 
League play begins in the fall and 
continues throughout the spring 
semester with various ladders and 
tournaments for participants to 
join.  

Golf  
Golfers have the opportunity to tee off 
at Whispering Pines Golf Course dur-
ing the fall and spring semesters. Alle-
gheny students are permitted to golf 
anytime Monday-Friday and after 1:00 
PM on weekends at a reduced rate. 
Champions are declared each semes-
ter and determined by the sum of each 
golfer’s best four 9-hole rounds.  

Softball  
Intramural softball 
teams have an op-
portunity to compete 
in April. All games 
are played at the 
Lincoln Complex 
which has four 
fields. Each tourna-
ment is a full day of 
non-stop slow pitch 
softball.  

Walleyball  
Intramural 4-on-4 walleyball is 
played in the racquetball courts 
at the Wise Center during the 
winter months between the 6-on-
6 and 4-on-4 volleyball leagues. 
This sport is unfamiliar to most 
participants at first, but proves to 
be very exciting and competitive. 
Play is started by one team hit-
ting the ball off the wall or directly 
over the net to the opposing 
teams' floor area. The ball is out 
of bounds whenever it touches 
the ceiling, hits the back wall, or 
hits two or more walls on the serve or volley.
